The City of Sun Prairie Public Works Department is requesting proposals for sidewalk repair work and replacement of damaged and deteriorated curb and gutter.  The work shall include removal and replacement of approximately 876 square feet of 4-inch-thick sidewalk and approximately 46 square feet of 6-inch-thick sidewalk. The curb and gutter portion is approximately 312 lineal feet of curb and gutter.  The repair locations are within the right-of-way abutting various residential and commercial properties around the City.  The work shall be performed according to the specifications, which are available at the Public Works Department, and in compliance with Section 303 of the City’s Standard Specification.  All bidders shall possess a copy of the City’s Standard Specifications (revised March 2016).  The cost of the specification book is $12.  Proposals are due at City Hall, 300 East Main Street, Sun Prairie, by 2 p.m. on May 26, 2016.  The project completion date is August 31, 2016.
Bidder is responsible for the final and complete accurate measurement of all

areas of the work and must submit their total bid based on their measurement.

INSTRUCTIONS 
TO BIDDERS

1. 
DEFINED TERMS
Terms used in these Instructions to Bidders, which are defined in the Standard General Conditions of the Construction Contract, have meanings assigned to them in the General Conditions.  The term "Bidder" means one who submits a Bid directly to Owner, as distinct from a sub‑bidder, who submits a bid to a Bidder.  The term "Successful Bidder" means the lowest, qualified, responsible and responsive Bidder to whom Owner (based on Owner's evaluation as thereinafter provided) makes an award.  The term "Bidding Documents" includes the Advertisement to Bid, Instructions to Bidders, the Bid Form and the proposed Contract Documents (including all Addenda issued prior to receipt of Bids).

2.         COPIES OF BIDDING DOCUMENTS
2.1 Complete sets of Bidding Documents must be used in preparing Bids; neither the City nor the Public Works Director or his designee assumes any responsibility for errors in misinterpretations resulting from the use of incomplete sets of Bidding Documents.

2.2 The City and the Public Works Director or his designee in making copies of Bidding Documents available on the above  terms do so only for the purpose of obtaining Bids on the work and do not confer a license or grant for any other use.

3.         QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDERS
To demonstrate qualifications to perform the work, each Bidder must be prepared to submit within five days of the City's request written evidence, such as financial data, previous experience, present commitments and other such data as may be called for below (or in the Supplementary Instructions).  Each Bid must contain evidence of Bidder's qualifications to do business in Wisconsin or covenant to obtain such qualifications prior to award of the contract.

4.
EXAMINATION OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AND SITE


4.1
It is the responsibility of each Bidder before submitting a Bid to:


a.
examine the Contract Documents thoroughly;


b.
visit the site to become familiar with local conditions that may affect cost, progress, performance or furnishing of the work;


c.
consider Federal, State, and local laws and regulations that may affect cost, progress, performance or furnishing of the work;


d.
study and carefully correlate Bidder's observations with the Contract Documents; and



e.
notify the Public Works Department of all conflicts, errors or discrepancies in the Contract Documents.


4.2
On request in advance, the City will provide each Bidder access to the site to conduct such explorations and tests, as each Bidder deems necessary for submission of a Bid.  Bidder shall fill all holes, clean up and restore the site to its former condition upon completion of such explorations (if any).


4.3
The submission of a Bid will constitute an incontrovertible representation by Bidder that bidder has complied with every requirement of the Article 4, that without exception the Bid is premised upon performing and furnishing the work required by the Contract Documents and such means, methods, techniques, sequences or procedures of construction as may be indicated in or required by the Contract Documents, and that the Contract Documents are sufficient in scope and detail to indicate and convey understanding of all terms and conditions for performance and furnishing of the work.

5.
INTERPRETATIONS AND ADDENDA

5.1
All questions about the meaning or intent of the Contract Documents are to be directed to the Public Works Director or his designee.  Interpretations or clarifications considered necessary by the Public Works Director in response to such questions will be issued by Addenda mailed to all parties recorded by the Public Works Director or his designee as having received the Bidding Documents.


5.2
All requests for interpretation must be received at least five days prior to the date fixed for the opening of Bids.  Addenda will be mailed no later than three days prior to the date fixed for the opening of Bids.  Failure of any Bidder to receive any such Addendum or interpretation shall not relieve such Bidder from any obligations under his Bid as submitted.  All Addenda so issued shall become part of the Contract Documents.


5.3
Oral and other interpretations or clarifications will be without legal effect.


5.4
Addenda may also be issued to modify the Bidding Documents as deemed advisable by the City or the Public Works Director or his designee.

6.
BID SECURITY

6.1
Each Bid must be accompanied by bid security made payable to Owner in an amount of ten percent of the Bidder's maximum Bid price and in the form of a certified or bank check or a Bid Bond (on form attached) issued by a surety meeting the approval of the City.


6.2
The Bid security of the successful Bidder will be retained until such Bidder has executed the Agreement and furnished the required contract security, whereupon the Bid security will be returned.  If the successful Bidder fails to execute and deliver the Agreement and furnish the required contract security within fifteen days after the Notice of Award, the City may annul the Notice of Award and the Bid security of the Bidder will be forfeited.   Bid security with bids that are not competitive will be returned within seven days after the Bid opening.

7.
CONTRACT TIME
The numbers of days within which, or the dates by which, the work is to be substantially completed and also completed and ready for final payment (the Contract Time) are set forth in the Bid Form and the Agreement.

8.
LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

Provisions for liquidated damages, if any, are set forth in the Agreement.

9.
SUBSTITUTE OR "OR‑EQUAL" ITEMS
The contract, if awarded, will be on the basis of materials and equipment described in the Drawings or specified in the Specifications without consideration of possible substitute or "or‑equal" items.  Whenever it is indicated in the drawings or shown in the specifications that a substitute or "or‑equal" item of material or equipment may be furnished or used by Contractor if acceptable to the Public Works Director or his designee, application for such acceptance will not be considered by the Public Works Director or his designee, until after the effective date of the Agreement.  

10.
SUBCONTRACTORS, SUPPLIERS AND OTHERS

10.1
If the Supplementary Conditions require the identity of certain subcontractors, suppliers and other persons and organizations (including those who are to furnish the principal items of material and equipment) to be submitted to the City in advance of the specified date prior to the effective date of the Agreement, the apparent successful Bidder, and any other Bidder so requested, shall within seven days after the bid opening submit to the City a list of all such subcontractors, suppliers and other persons and organizations proposed for those portions of the work for which such identification is required.



Such list shall be accompanied by an experience statement with pertinent information regarding similar projects and other evidence of qualification for each such subcontractor, supplier, other person or organization, either may before the Notice of Award is given request the apparent successful Bidder to submit an acceptable substitute without an increase in Bid price.



If apparent successful Bidder declines to make any such substitution, the City may award the contract to the next lowest Bidder that proposes to use acceptable subcontractors, suppliers and other persons and organizations.  The declining to make requested substitutions will not constitute grounds for sacrificing the Bid security of any Bidder.  Any subcontractor, supplier, other person or organization listed and to whom the City or the Public Works Director or his designee. does not make written objection prior to the giving of the Notice of Award will be deemed acceptable to the City and the Public Works Director or his designee. subject to revocation of such acceptance after the effective date of the Agreement.


10.2
In contracts where the Contract Price is based on cost of the work plus a fee, the apparent successful Bidder, prior to the Notice of Award, shall identify in writing to the City those portions of the work that such Bidder proposes to subcontract and after the Notice of Award may only subcontract other portions of the work with the City's written consent.


10.3
No Contractor shall be required to employ any subcontractor, supplier, other person or organization against whom Contractor has reasonable objection.

11.
INCOME TAX
All Bidders, whether a corporation, partnership, or individual, who are nonresidents of the State of Wisconsin, shall comply with Section 71.10 (14) of the Wisconsin Statutes.

12.
SALES TAX
            The city of Sun Prairie and its agencies are exempt from payment of all federal tax and Wisconsin state and local taxes on its purchases except Wisconsin excise tax. Each Bid shall include all taxes in effect at the time the Bid is submitted.  Bidders who are uncertain as to what items are subject to tax, or who required further explanation or clarification, are requested to contact the Wisconsin Department of Taxation, State Office Building, Madison, Wisconsin.


If the tax laws are subsequently amended by legislation during the life of this Contract, the Contract will be adjusted to reflect the net change caused by such amendment.

13.
WAGE RATE DETERMINATION
The Contractor shall comply with all provisions of Section 66.293 and Section 103.49 of the Wisconsin Statutes, and Wisconsin Administrative Code Chapter IND 90.  Unless exempted by Statute, the Contractor shall comply with the following.

Subsection 66.293 (3) (f) requires that a copy of the wage rate determination, if issued for this project, be posted in at least one conspicuous and easily accessible place at the site of the project.   


Subsection 66.293 (3) (h) requires that upon completion of the project and prior to final payment, each Contractor must file with the municipality an affidavit stating that he has complied fully with the provisions and requirements of the wage rate determination and that he has received evidence of compliance from each of his agents and subcontractors.  A municipality may not authorize final payment until such an affidavit is filed in proper form and recorded.


The State Wage Rate Determination, where required, will be inserted as a part of the Bid documents and/or will be on file at the office of the municipality.  Bidders shall inspect the Wage Rate Determination and shall incorporate its requirements into their Bids.

14.
BID FORM

14.1
The Bid Form is included with the bidding documents.  The Bid must not be separated from the attached volume.

14.2
All blanks on the Bid Form must be completed in ink.  The price of each item on the form must be stated in words and numerals.  In case of a conflict, words will take precedence.


14.3
Bids by corporations must be executed in the corporate name by the President or Vice President (or other corporate office accompanied by evidence of authority to sign) and the corporate seal must be affixed and attested by the Secretary or an Assistant Secretary.  The corporate address and state of incorporation must be shown below the signature.


14.4
Bids by partnerships must be executed in the partnership name and signed by a partner, whose title must appear under the signature and official address for the partnership must be shown below the signature.


14.5
All names must be printed below the signature.


14.6
The bid shall contain an acknowledgment of receipt of all Addenda (the numbers of which must be filled in on the Bid Form).


14.7
The address and telephone number of communications regarding the Bid must be shown.


14.8
All Bids must be signed before a Notary Public or other officer authorized to administer oaths.

15.
SUBMISSION OF BIDS
Bids shall be submitted at the time and place indicated in the Official Notice and shall be enclosed in an opaque sealed envelope, marked with the project title (and, if applicable, the designated portion of the project for which the Bid is submitted) and name and address of the Bidder and accompanied by the bid security and other required documents.  If the Bid is sent through the mail or other delivery system, the sealed envelope shall be enclosed in a separate envelope with the notation "BID ENCLOSED" on the face of it.

No bid will be considered which is received after the closing time.

16.
MODIFICATION OR WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS
Bids may be modified or withdrawn by an appropriate document duly executed (in the manner that a Bid must be executed) and delivered to the place where Bids are to be submitted at any time prior to the opening of Bids.

17.
OPENING OF BIDS
Bids will be opened and (unless obviously non‑responsive) read aloud publicly.  An abstract of the amounts of the base bids and major alternates (if any) will be made available to Bidders after the opening of Bids.

18.
BIDS TO REMAIN SUBJECT TO ACCEPTANCE
All Bids will remain subject to acceptance for 60 days after the day of the Bid opening, but the City may, in its sole discretion, release any Bid and return the Bid security prior to that date.

19.
AWARD OF CONTRACT

19.1
The City reserves the right to reject any and all Bids, to waive any and all informalities not involving price, time, or changes in the work and to negotiate contract terms with the successful Bidder, and the right to disregard all non-conforming, non‑responsive, unbalanced or conditional Bids.  Also, the City reserves the right to reject the Bid of any Bidder if the City believes that it would not be in the best interest of the project to make an award to the Bidder, whether the Bid is not responsive or the Bidder is unqualified or of doubtful financial ability or fails to meet any other pertinent standards or criteria established by the City.


19.2
Discrepancies in the multiplication of units of work and unit prices will be resolved in favor of the unit prices.  Discrepancies between the indicated sum of any column of figures and the correct sum thereof will be resolved in favor of the correct sum.


19.3
Bids which are incomplete, unbalanced, conditional or obscure or which contain additions not called for, erasures, alterations, or irregularities of any kind, or which do not comply with the Instructions to Bidders may be rejected at the option of the City.


19.4
In evaluating Bids, the City will consider the qualifications of the bidders, whether or not the Bids comply with the prescribed requirements, and such alternates, unit prices and other data, as may be requested in the Bid Form or prior to the Notice of Award.


19.5
The City may make such investigations as it deems necessary to determine the ability of the bidder to perform the work, and the Bidder shall furnish to the City all such information and data for this purpose as the City may request.  The City reserves the right to reject any Bid if the evidence submitted by, or investigation of, such Bidder fails to satisfy the City that such Bidder is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the Contract Documents and to complete the work contemplated therein.


19.6
The City shall be satisfied that the Bidder involved:


1.
maintains a permanent place of business,



2.
has adequate plant equipment to do the work properly and expeditiously,



3.
has a suitable financial status to meet obligations incidental to the work,



4.
has appropriate technical experience, and



5.
can submit a satisfactory performance record.


19.7
The City may consider the qualifications and experience of subcontractors, suppliers, and other persons and organizations proposed for those portions of the work as to which the identity of subcontractors, suppliers, and other persons and organizations must be submitted as provided in the Supplementary Conditions.  The City also may consider the operating costs, maintenance requirements, performance data and guarantees of major items of materials and equipment proposed for incorporation in the work when such data is required to be submitted prior to the Notice of Award.


19.8
The City may conduct such investigations as the City deems necessary to assist in the evaluation of any Bid and to establish the responsibility, qualifications and financial ability of Bidders, proposed subcontractors, suppliers, and other persons and organizations to perform and furnish the work in accordance with the Contract Documents to the City's satisfaction with the prescribed time.


19.9
If the contract is to be awarded, it will be awarded to the lowest Bidder whose evaluation by the City indicates to the City that the award will be in the best interest to the project.


19.10
If the contract is to be awarded, the City will give the successful Bidder a Notice of Award within sixty days after the day of the Bid opening.
20        CANCELLATION

             20.1     The City of Sun Prairie reserves the right to cancel any contract in whole or part without penalty due to no appropriation of funds or for failure of the contractor to comply with the terms, conditions, and specifications of this contract.
21.
CONTRACT SECURITY
When the successful Bidder delivers the executed Agreement to the City, it must be accompanied by the required Performance and Payment Bonds.

22.
SIGNING OF AGREEMENT

22.1
When the City gives a Notice of Award to the successful Bidder, it will be accompanied by the required number of unsigned counterparts of the Agreement with all other written Contract Documents attached.  Within 15 days thereafter, Contractor shall sign and deliver the required number of counterparts of the Agreement and attached documents to the City with the required Bonds.  Within 10 days thereafter the City shall deliver one fully signed counterpart to the Contractor.



In case the successful Bidder fails to sign the Agreement within the above prescribed time, the City may at its' option consider that the Bidder has abandoned the contract, in which case the Bid security accompanying the Bid shall become the property of the City. 
23          TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

                        The City of Sun Prairie may terminate the contract at any time at its sole discretion by delivering 30 days written notice to the contractor. Upon termination, the agency’s liability will be limited to the pro rata cost of the services performed as of the date of the termination plus expenses incurred with the prior written approval of the agency. In the event that the contractor terminates the contract, for any reason whatsoever, it will refund to the agency within 30 days of said termination, all payments made hereunder by the agency to the contractor for work not completed or not accepted by the agency. Such termination will require written notice to that effect to be delivered by the contractor to the agency not less than 30 days prior to said termination.

24         PAYMENT TERMS AND INVOICING

                         The city of Sun Prairie normally will pay properly submitted vendor invoices within 30 days of receipt providing goods and/or services have been delivered, installed, and accepted as specified. Invoices presented for payment must be submitted in accordance with instructions contained on the purchase order including references to purchase order number and submittal to the correct address for processing. A good faith dispute creates an exception to prompt payment.
INDEMNIFICATION 

To the fullest extent allowable by law, Consultant hereby indemnifies and shall defend and hold harmless City of Sun Prairie, its elected and appointed officials, officers, employees, or authorized representatives or volunteers and each of them from and against any and all suits, actions, legal or administrative proceedings, claims, demands, damages, liabilities, interest, attorneys’ fees, costs, and expenses of whatsoever kind or nature whether arising before, during, or after completion of the work hereunder and in any manner directly or indirectly caused, occasioned, or contributed to in whole or in part or claimed to be caused, occasioned, or contributed to in whole or in part, by reason of any act, omission, fault, or negligence, whether active or passive, of Consultant or of anyone acting under its direction or control or on its behalf in connection with or incident to the performance of this Agreement regardless if liability without fault is sought to be imposed on City of Sun Prairie. Consultant’s aforesaid indemnity and hold harmless agreement shall not be applicable to any liability caused by the sole fault, sole negligence, or willful misconduct of the City of Sun Prairie, or City of Sun Prairie’s representatives. This indemnity provision shall survive the termination or expiration of this Agreement.

In any and all claims against the City of Sun Prairie, or any of its directors, officers, employees, or authorized representatives or volunteers by an employee of the Consultant, any subcontractor, or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable, the indemnification obligation under this paragraph shall not be limited in any way by any limitation on the amount or type of damages, compensation, or benefits payable by or for the Consultant or any subcontractor under Worker’s Compensation Acts, Disability Benefit Acts, or other employee benefit acts.

No provision of this Indemnification clause shall give rise to any duties not otherwise provided for by this Agreement or by operation of law. No provision of this Indemnity clause shall be construed to negate, abridge, or otherwise reduce and other right or obligation of indemnity that would otherwise exist as to the City of Sun Prairie under this or any other contract. This clause is to be read in conjunction with all other indemnity provisions contained in this Agreement. Any conflict or ambiguity arising between any indemnity provisions in this Agreement shall be construed in favor of indemnified parties except when such interpretation would violate the laws of the state in which the job site is located.

Consultant shall reimburse City of Sun Prairie, or any of its directors, officers, employees, or authorized representatives or volunteers, for any and all legal expenses and costs incurred by each of them in connection therewith or in enforcing the indemnity herein provided. Consultant’s obligation to indemnify shall not be restricted to insurance proceeds, if any, received by the City of Sun Prairie, or any of its directors, officers, employees, or authorized representatives or volunteers.

GENERAL CONDITIONS – Professional Services

Laws, Regulations and Permits – The Consultant shall give all notices required by law and comply with all laws, ordinances, rules and regulations pertaining to the project. The Consultant shall also be liable for all violations of the law in connection with the project. If the Consultant performs any work knowing it to be contrary to such laws, ordinances, rules or regulations, the Consultant shall bear all costs arising therefrom.

Safety & Security – The Consultant shall execute and maintain his/her work so as to avoid injury or damage to any person or property. The Consultant shall comply with the requirements of the specifications relating to safety measures applicable in particular operations or kinds of work.

In carrying out his/her work, the Consultant shall at all times exercise all necessary precautions for the safety of employees appropriate to the nature of the work and the conditions under which the work is to be performed, and be in compliance with all applicable federal, state and local statutory and regulatory requirements including Wisconsin labor Code and the U.S. Department of Transportation Omnibus transportation Employee Testing Act.

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS – Professional Services

Unless otherwise specified in this Agreement, the Consultant shall, at its sole expense, maintain in effect at all times during the performance of the Work, insurance coverage with limits not less than those set forth below with insurers and under forms of policies set forth below.

Worker’s Compensation and Employers Liability Insurance – The Consultant shall cover or insure under the applicable Wisconsin labor laws relating to worker’s compensation insurance, all of their employees in accordance with the law in the State of Wisconsin. The Consultant shall provide statutory covers for work related injuries and employer’s liability insurance with limits of $1,000,00 each accident, $1,000,000 disease policy limit, and $1,000,000 disease each employee.

Commercial General Liability and Automobile Liability Insurance – The Consultant shall provide and maintain the following commercial general liability and automobile liability insurance:

Coverage – Coverage for commercial general liability and automobile liability insurance shall be at least as broad as the following:

1. Insurance Services Office (ISO) Commercial General Liability Coverage (Occurrence Form CG 0001)

2. Insurance Services Office (ISO) Business Auto Coverage (Form CA 0001), covering Symbol 1 (any vehicle).

Limits – The Consultant shall maintain limits no less than the following:

1. General Liability – One million dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence ($2,000,000 general aggregate if applicable) for bodily injury, personal injury and property damage. If Commercial General Liability Insurance or other form with a general aggregate limit is used, either the general aggregate limit shall apply separately to the project/location (with the ISO CG 2503, or ISO CG 2504, or insurer’s equivalent endorsement provided to the City of Sun Prairie) or the general aggregate including product-completed operations aggregate limit shall be twice the required occurrence limit.

2. Automobile Liability – One million dollars ($1,000,000) for bodily injury and property damage per occurrence limit covering all vehicles to be used in relationship to the Agreement.

3. Umbrella Liability – Five million dollars ($5,000,000) for bodily injury, personal injury and property damage per occurrence in excess of coverage carried for Employers’ Liability, Commercial General Liability and Automobile Liability as described above.

4. Professional Liability – One million dollars ($1,000,000) per claim and annual aggregate.

Required Provisions – The general liability and automotive liability policies are to contain or be endorsed to contain the following provisions:

1. The City of Sun Prairie, its elected and appointed officials, officers, employees or authorized representatives or volunteers are to be given additional insured status (via ISO endorsement CG 2010, CG 2033, or insurer’s equivalent for general liability coverage) as respects: liability arising out of activities performed by or on behalf of the Consultant; products and completed operations of the Consultant; premises occupied or used by the Consultant; and vehicles owned, leased, hired or borrowed by the Consultant. The coverage shall contain no special limitations on the scope of protection afforded to the City of Sun Prairie, its elected and appointed officials, officers, employees or authorized representatives or volunteers.

2. For any claims related to this project, the Consultant’s insurance shall be primary insurance as respects the City of Sun Prairie, its elected and appointed officials, officers, employees or authorized representatives or volunteers. Any insurance, self-insurance, or other coverage maintained by the City of Sun Prairie, its directors, officers, employees, or authorized representatives or volunteers shall not contribute to it.

3. Any failure to comply with reporting or other provisions of the policies including breaches of warranties shall not affect coverage provided to the City of Sun Prairie, its elected and appointed officials, officers, employees or authorized representatives or volunteers.

4. The Consultant’s insurance shall apply separately to each insured against whom claim is made or suit is brought, except with respect to the limits of the insurer’s liability.

5. Each insurance policy required by this agreement shall state, or be endorsed to state, that coverage shall not be canceled by the insurance carrier or the Consultant, except after sixty ((60) days) (10 days for non-payment of premium) prior written notice by U.S. mail has been given to the City of Sun Prairie.

6. Such liability insurance shall indemnify the City of Sun Prairie against loss from liability imposed by law upon, or assumed under contract by, the Consultant for damages on account of such bodily injury (including death), property damage, personal injury, completed operations, and products liability.

The Consultant shall, upon demand of the City of Sun Prairie, deliver to the City of Sun Prairie such policy or policies of insurance and the receipts for payment of premiums thereon.

Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions – Any deductible or self-insured retention must be declared to and approved by the City of Sun Prairie. At the option of the City of Sun Prairie, the insurer shall either reduce or eliminate such deductibles or self-insured retentions.

Evidences of Insurance – Prior to execution of the agreement, the Consultant shall file with the City of Sun Prairie, a certificate of insurance (Acord Form 25-S or equivalent) signed by the insurer’s representative evidencing the coverage required by this agreement. Such evidence shall include an additional insured endorsement signed by the insurer’s representative. Such evidence shall also include confirmation that coverage includes or has been modified to include all required provisions 1-5.

Sub-Contractors – In the event that the Consultant employs other contractors (sub-contractors) as part of the work covered by this agreement, it shall be the Consultant’s responsibility to require and confirm that each sub-contractor meets the minimum insurance requirements specified above. 

Insurance coverage shall be in place prior to commencing work and shall remain in force until the entire project is completed or the length of time that is specified in the contract.

Curb & Gutter Specifications

Bidder is responsible for the final and complete accurate measurement of all

areas of the work and must submit their total square yards bid based on their

                      measurement.

1.  General

Existing four- and five-foot-wide sidewalks along with identified damaged curb and gutter sections are to be removed and replaced throughout the City limit. The locations and limits of the removal will be determined by the City Public Works Department.  The approximate locations of the removals are shown on a map furnished by the City.  The City reserves the right to add to or delete from the location list and map.

The Contractor shall restrict their work to the limits of the right-of-way.  The limits of the exca​vation shall be restricted to 6 inches beyond the edge of the new concrete sidewalk.  Equipment and materials will not be allowed on the adjacent private properties without written consent from the property owner.   

2.  Schedule
Prior to beginning the work, the Contractor shall submit to the City a schedule indicating the start and completion date for the work.  The Contractor shall begin work within 10 days of the approval of the schedule.  The City expects the work to be completed by August 31, 2016.

3.  Removal and Replacement

The Contractor shall remove and replace the existing sidewalk or curb and gutter as directed by the City.  The City shall mark the limits of the removal and replacement at each location in the field.  Sidewalk removed or damaged outside the limits specified by the City shall be replaced at the Contractor’s cost.  

With the exception of the Basis of Payment (303.8), the replacement of the concrete sidewalk and curb and gutter shall be performed in full compliance with Section 303 of the City’s Standard Specification.  The basis of payment will be explained later within this document.  The Contractor shall be responsible for the disposal of the concrete, asphalt, and any unsuitable soil.  The City will not provide a location for the disposal of these materials.  

4.  Sub-base Undercut and Undercut Fill

This work shall consist of the removal of unsuitable material in the sub-base.  An area shall be considered for undercut when the unsuitable material exceeds a depth of 6 inches below the top of the finished base.  The undercut, and the extent of the undercut, shall be approved by the City.  Undercuts, which have not been approved by the City, shall be removed at the Contractor’s cost.    

Areas approved for undercut shall be backfilled with a granular material approved by the City.  The Contractor shall allow the City to measure the excavation prior to backfilling.  The undercut areas shall be measured by the City and converted into cubic yards.
Sub-base Undercut and Undercut Fill shall be paid for at separate unit prices per cubic yard.   The unit price for Sub-base Undercut shall be full compensation for the removal and disposal of unsuit​able material beneath the sidewalk sub-base.  The unit bid price for Undercut Fill shall be full compensation for furnishing, placing, and compacting the approved granular material.    

5.  Restoration

Restoration of the site shall be performed in full compliance with Section 205 of the City’s Stan​dard Specifica​tions, with the exception of 205.6.  The cost for restoration shall be included in the unit price for the sidewalk removal and replacement and shall not be paid for as a separate item of work.  

6. Bituminous Asphalt
The contractor shall be responsible for replacement of all bituminous asphalt that was removed to facilitate the replacement of curb and gutter. The unit price for Bituminous Asphalt shall be quoted per square foot. 

The replacement bituminous asphalt must meet the current City of Sun Prairie specifications for hot mix asphalt, and be replaced at the same thickness as material that was removed. Bituminous Asphalt shall be rolled or compacted and meet the current City of Sun Prairie specifications. 
6.  Payment

Payment for all associated work shall be included in the unit bid price for the removal and replacement of the concrete sidewalk.  This work shall include the removal and disposal of the existing concrete; the preparation of the foundation; the furnishing and placement of the granular base; the furnishing, placement, finishing, and curing of the concrete; and the restoration of the site.   

7.  Warranty

The Contractor shall provide a one-year warranty on the work performed as part of the project.  The Contractor shall provide a surety bond in the amount of $2,000, which shall remain effective until the expiration date of the one-year warranty period.  The City shall draw upon the bond should the Contractor fail to take corrective measures when notified by the City.  The cost for furnishing the surety bond shall be included in other unit price.   

8.  Driveway Access

Access shall be maintained at all times when the sidewalk removal and replacement occurs within commercial/business driveway. The Contractor shall be responsible for constructing the improve​ments in a manner that will address this requirement.  The Contractor shall be responsible for the notification and coordination of this work with the affected businesses/owner.  The new concrete sidewalk in these areas shall be a minimum of 6 inches in depth.

Access to residential parcels shall not be disrupted for more than 72 hours.  The Contractor shall be responsible for constructing the improvements in a manner that will address this require​ment. The Contractor shall be responsible for the notification and coordination of this work with the affected occupant/owner.  The new concrete in these areas shall be a minimum of 6 inches in depth.

The cost for meeting the requirements of this specification shall be included in the unit bid price for the concrete removal and replacement, and will not be paid separately.

9.  Traffic Control and Safety

The Contractor shall be responsible for providing a safe work site for the workers and general public.  Traffic control shall be the responsibility of the Contractor.  The traffic control shall be in full conformance with the latest edition of the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices and the appropriate supplements for its use in the State of Wisconsin.  The proper barricading and traffic control devices shall be maintained until the completion and acceptance of the improvement. Costs for furnishing this item of work shall be included in other unit prices and shall not be paid for separately.  

10.  Installation of Detection Plates
Sidewalk repair locations involving the repair or replacement of handicap ramp areas will require the installation of ADA compliance detection plates.  Cost for setting of the detectable plates shall be considered incidental to the project and shall be included in the SF costs for 4-inch-thick sidewalk. 

The City will supply these plates to the contractor for the installation. The installation of the plates must comply with the manufacture’s installation instruction and meet ADA requirements.

11. Resetting of Inlet Castings
Any castings requiring removal and resetting will be quoted on per foot length of casting. This is to include the removal and resetting of the casting and any risers and or blocking that may be required. Prior to pouring the curb around the casting, city personnel must inspect and verify the casting meets installation specifications. Any castings or risers, mastic needing replacing will be provided by the City of Sun Prairie.
12. Wash Out of Concrete

It is against city ordinance to dispose of any excess concrete left over from the pour to be left on any city property. This is to include the washing out of truck chutes, wheel barrels, buggy’s etc. It is the responsibility of the contractor to make sure no concrete is dumped on city property and is removed and disposed of from the job site in accordance to city ordinance.
