We were fortunate in that my husband and | could work from home. Our kids are also teens,
which lessened the impact of virtual school during the lockdown, as they manage fairly well by
themselves (with check ins from us). Obtaining mental health services during the pandemic
was very lacking, especially for kids. And this wasn’t necessarily a Sun Prairie issue, but a
larger societal issue. During the lockdown, it was a 9 month wait to see a child psychiatrist
(and we have good insurance). That’s not acceptable.

We have greatly limited our visits to restaurants, stores and other venues where large groups
of people are gathered. Though we are all vaccinated and boosted our granddaughter is not, we
remain very cautious to ensure she is safe. Sadly, one of the real impacts to our family is a
lost of trust in our leaders - so many have rejected the science and have promoted false
claims.

Several members have had mild cases, none hospitalized, none died. All but one have all their
shots.

Mental health

We have all had covid and lost family members. We are retired so job impact is not applicable
to us but our adult children have been impacted by job loss and reduced hours.

And it has been sad to see and hear that people are
not able to get affordable housing with rent prices going through the roof. some people are
good people and denied a basic need for their family, which is housing.

Isolation

At the beginning in March 2019 this caused family discord due to two of our college dorm living
children suddenly returned home and one, a 19 year old violating quarantine; we asked them to
find somewhere else to live out of concern for the virus being brought into our home. This
concern was highlighted because | work (parent) in a nursing home and did not want to be the
one who brought the virus to the nursing home. 5 of 6 adults in our house were able to continue
working with little disruption (nursing home stayed open, two able to work from home, one
worked at a senior living complex in food service, one worked at a grocery store). The other
adult was working in a grocery store also, however when we asked them to find somewhere
else to live, they moved away from the job and the new place they found to live at was more
strict about quarantine and asked that they not work. This has impacted our relationships with
our extended family (some less likely to follow distancing and masking and others extreme
distancing and masking).

We do less activities outside our home
We have been very fortunate and have only experienced mental health issues.

My wife is a nurse & immunocompromised. We've had a few close calls but have been lucky.
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I'm lucky | can work from home. She can't. We have 3 kids. We're all tired, stressed, and
concern as variant after variant comes & we don't seem to learn from our mistakes. We've
spent money on masks for us and our kids' school, in tests, and improved filtration.

We have been lucky in that we have been able to work. We have both had Covid (2 times for
me).

Individual wellness became a
crucial concern during the pandemic with our separation from community. Our parks and
recreation facilities are one of the City's principal resources in addressing individual wellness
for everyone. One example project would be a bathroom facility in Vandenburg Park. It is the
home for the only full-ADA accessible playground in the City, a community garden, a planned
picnic shelter, basketball courts and open space. The neighborhood draws from a diverse mix
of housing and a nearby elementary school. The ARPA funds might be a way to address this
need faster than through the normal Capital Improvement Project route. This and other small
but potentially impactful projects in our parks and recreation facilities should be considered.
